Every rider competing in a Non-Pro class must possess a current Non Pro card issued by ApHC
which may be obtained at the Show Office.

To receive local points you must be an AAA member. Membership can be obtained at the Show
Office.

Walk Trot Classes are for riders 10 & under.

As a participant, you are eligible to attend other shows through the AZ Nationals however, AAA
Year end point will only be collected at the Appaloosa sanctioned event. AACAP points can be
earned in other classes and AZ National Circuit High Point will be accrued off these entries.

Protests & Conflicts: Protests must be filed in writing and submitted with a $100 protest fee to the AAA
Treasurer by the end of the show. Protests will be adjudicated by the AAA Board of directors within 7
days of the receipt of the protest. The decision of the board is final. If the protest is upheld, the fee will be
returned within 7 days of the board decision. If the protest is denied the protest fee will be retained by the
AAA. Protesters will be liable for any fees (legal or otherwise) incurred by the AAA. The AAA Board of
Directors will govern areas not covered by the 2011-2012 ApHC Rule Book and the most current AAA
Handbook.

An ApHC Games release form must be filled out by any contestant participating in any game classes at
this show forms are in show office. Helmets are recommended for games classes.

Pattern Books will be available at the Show Office and posted the day of the show. We will try to place
them on the website prior to the show at www.arizonaappaloosa.com.
